The meeting place

The venue of the conference – the Centre of Science and Technique in Plovdiv, is located in the centre of city. Plovdiv (130 km south-east of Sofia), is the second largest city in Bulgaria, situated on the Maritsa River. It has proven to be one of the ancient settlements on the planet with over 8 500 years of documented history. There are thousands of cultural, historical and spiritual monuments within and around the city of Plovdiv. Its old part, called the Old Town, with houses from the National Revival period (18th – 19th century), is an open-air museum situated on the three hills of ancient Trimontium. One of the most remarkable sights of the city, the Ancient Theatre (a well-preserved Roman theatre), is located there and is still used as an open-air stage. 

Languages

The official languages of the conference will be English and Bulgarian. Translation will be provided during the conference. A book with all abstracts in English will be prepared. All papers will be published in a special issue of the Bulgarian scientific periodical “Bulgarian Journal of Agricultural Science” (in English).
