1. Position in the national R&D system

The Stanisław Sakowicz Inland Fisheries Institute in Olsztyn (IFI) have been founded on January 1, 1951, and in 1987 has been named after its founder, prof. dr Stanisław Sakowicz. The Institute is a research institute supervised by the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development. IFI is the leading research institute in fisheries and aquaculture in Poland.

2. The major scopes of the IFI are:

Scientific and research activities, training and enhancing the knowledge of the specialists in the fields related to the IFI activities, to carry out pilot studies and to prepare expert opinions pertaining to the aquaculture and inland fisheries, to disseminate the results of scientific and research projects.

Current research programme of the IFI is a continuation of the preceding activities, but economic changes taking place in Poland, resulting in restructurization and introduction of market economy, call for more effective technical and organizational solutions. These are being related to the problems of environmental protection, the more so that rational fishery and aquaculture management is also an important method of environmental recultivation and preventing its degradation.

The overall objective is the complex solution to achieve a more effective practical implementation of the results of studies. Problems related to fish selection, genetics, nutrition, breeding, disease prophylaxy and therapy, restitution and protection, mechanization and economics constitute an integral part of many research projects, ensuring their complexity.

The Institute also offers a wide variety of services, including:

Evaluating fisheries management plans, loan applications and applications for water rights permits

Preparing expert evaluations and providing opinions regarding inland fisheries and aquaculture management

Consultation for the design of rearing facilities

Producing selective and stocking material of selected fish species

Diagnosing and treating fish diseases

Information services and publishing (scientific journals, popular science magazines, books, brochures, etc.)
